61st Annual Meeting, June 26, 2010
Minutes

A quorum being present, the meeting was called to order by President Mary Truss at 1:55 at Carlo’s Restaurant in Chicago Heights.  Claudette Hall was named recorder and Penny Shnay parliamentarian, with Mary Lubertozzi and Therese Goodrich appointed to read and approve this year’s minutes.

Treasurer’s Report

The Treasurer’s Report was prepared by Mike Brown, Treasurer.  In his absence Mary Brown presented the Treasurer’s Report.  LWVPFA is in “good financial shape”.  Cash on hand is $5,716.76.  The League has a CD valued at $3,033.78; last year the CD was valued at $3,027.71 the interest on the CD is less than $10 per year at the current rate. The Education Fund has $1,115.00.  The expenses for the House Tour have been calculated but the income has not been calculated.  Barbara Moore stated 3 deposit receipts were submitted on that day.  The annual audit will be conducted by Barbara Sturges after June 30th when all cancelled checks have been received.
Budget

The 2010-2011 budget was presented (Jan Moore was absent).  Mary Truss and Sharon McGuire led the discussion of the budget.  The budget was based on Per Member Payment (PMP) was discussed in detail: National PMP is $29.70, State PMP is $27.00, Cook County PMP is $4.50.  It was recommended dues remain at $60.00 per individual member and $30.00 for each same-address member.  Mary Truss noted the current dues of $60.00 is actually a $1.10 deficit per person in Cook County but if the budget is utilized the league can cover expenses.  Perhaps next year a dues increase can be considered.  Robert McCray moved that the 2010-2011 budget be adopted.  Barbara Sturges seconded the motion.  A vote to accept the budget followed and passed unanimously.  
National Convention

Sharon McGuire and Mary Truss were delegates to the National Convention on June 11th thru June 15th in Atlanta, Georgia.  Sharon provided copies of the program and workbook.  Congressman John Lewis spoke at the Convention, he advised the group “change comes when groups like LWV are not afraid to get in the way.”  He challenged the group to continue to get in the way.  Some of the Leagues strengths are speaking as one voice and comprehensive study of issues.
Several new positions were adopted at the National Convention:

· A study of the federal role in public education

· A study on privatization : the policy agenda to transfer government functions, services and assets to the private sector

· An updated Arms Control Position

· An addition to the LWUS position on selection of the president

· An Addition to the LWVUS Equality of Opportunity position

It was stated there is a budget with funds for local Leagues to conduct studies.
Local Program Adoption

Local Program Adoption followed.  Barbara Sturges presented the following program positions and moved that each be continued:

1. Support to strengthen non-partisanship in Park Forest.  Seconded by Sharon McGuire and passed             unanimously.

2. Continued study of existing park facilities in Park Forest.  Seconded by Beverly Myrow and passed unanimously.  (Barbara Moore and Claire Zaret suggested The Park Committee be contacted to hear what is being done to monitor parks.  Is this a viable committee?)

3. Support of the Fair Housing Ordinance in Park Forest.  Barbara Moore moved to amend this position to replace Fair Housing with Community Relations Ordinance to reflect the ordinance’s actual current name.  Gigi Moore seconded it and the amendment passed unanimously. The amended motion was seconded by Sharon McGuire and the amendment passed unanimously.
4. Support continuing Home Rule in Park Forest.  Seconded by Beverly Myrow and passed unanimously.

5. Support the League position on the purpose of the advisory commission and boards.  Seconded by Alicia McCray and passed unanimously.  
6. Support groups working for regional cooperation in the areas of economic growth, the arts, diversity, educational and workforce training, environment, planned growth and development in the Southland.  Seconded by Mary Lubertozzi and passed unanimously.

7. Support the concept that an individual should not simultaneously HOLD local public offices which have been determined to be incompatible in an Illinois Attorney General’s opinion.  If incompatibility is suspected, it is appropriate for LWVPFA to investigate if the offices in question are incompatible.  Seconded by Gigi Moore and passed unanimously.
